Undergraduate Entrance Exam Question
The following lines are from a poem called “The Road not Taken.”  Note: the word “road” is a common English metaphor (隱喻) for the choices that human beings make in how they will live their lives.

I took the one less travelled.  [Meaning ‘the road fewer people traveled.’]

This has made all the difference.
What do you think the poem is about? You might ask yourself questions such as,  
· What is a main idea of the poem? What is an example to support this? 

· Can you imagine the feeling that is being described? What words or phrases help with this? Why might the speaker feel that way? 
· When is the speaker in the poem speaking?  How might this affect the way he feels?

· If you interpret “road” to represent “life,” then what is suggested by the word “forest”?
· How important is the title in conveying the main idea? 
· What does the last line mean?
You can also use other questions to help you think and write about the poem.  However, please confine your discussion to the poem and its title as they are given here.
