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Article 1
The MA program of the English Department at NCU (the department hereafter) formulates this bylaw to encourage outstanding undergraduate students to study in the master's program of our department, thereby effectively shortening their study period and obtaining a double degree.
Article 2
Undergraduate students of our university can apply within two months of the start of school.
Article 3
Applicants must submit the following materials for review:
(1) Application form
(2) Academic transcript
Article 4
The department will review applicants based on their academic performance and professional performance, and grant “preparatory graduate student” status to those who pass.
Article 2
Preparatory graduate students must obtain a bachelor's degree within the prescribed period of study and be admitted to the department's master's program before they can officially obtain admission to the master's program.
Article 6
Preparatory graduate students who take graduate courses in this department or other graduate courses during their junior and senior years and have a score of 70 or above can apply for credit exemption after admission to the master's program in accordance with the “Credit Exemption Policy for the Department of English at National Central University,” with a maximum of 18 credits exempted. However, if the master’s courses have been counted as undergraduate graduation credits, the student cannot use them again to apply for exemption of the master's course credits. Also, graduate students must take at least two courses (6 credits in total) in the first semester after admission.
Article 7
Students must meet the requirements for bachelor's and master's degrees in order to graduate.
Article 8
Matters not provided for herein shall be governed by related laws and regulations of the Ministry of Education and NCU. 
Article 9
The Bylaw is to be approved by the English Departmental Affairs Meeting. Any future amendments and revisions shall follow the same administrative procedure. 
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
